Gambling, shows and conventions are usually 
the reasons people visit Las Vegas, Nevada. 
Our St. Luke Youth are going for a different 
reason. 
 

July 19-24 eighteen youth and five adults will 
volunteer their time to benefit the homeless of 
the city. Few people know that Las Vegas has 
over 14,500 homeless people living on the 
streets of which over 5,000 are teens.  
 

We will work with agencies like Lutheran 
Community Services to paint and refurbish 
youth housing, prepare food for distribution at 
the Three Square Food Bank Warehouse, 
serve a meal at the Las Vegas Rescue Mission 
and deliver food to the homes of low-income 
residents. We will do all of this because "God's 
Work + Our Hands = Changed Lives". Each of 
our youth have paid $500 for the privilege of 
doing this work. 
 

When we return, we will direct our efforts to the 
homeless youth of Portland. The work of 
changing lives will continue. Keep us in your 
prayers.

SUMMER WORSHIP SCHEDULE 
 

St. Luke continues with our new summer 
worship schedule which began Sunday, June 
20. Two services are offered: 9:00am and 
10:30am. The 9:00am service is a traditional 
format with sung liturgy and hymns from the 
red book. The 10:30am service alternates 
between our contemporary, Celebration style 
(with worship teams) and a blended service 
using both hymns from the red book and 
worship songs with projected lyrics. We will 
return to our regular three services (8:30, 9:45, 
and 11:00am) plus classes on Sunday, 
September 12.   

 
 

SUMMER MUSIC WORKSHOPS 
for Kids and Adults  

St. Luke will offer three Saturday music workshops 
this summer for kids and adults.  The first of these 
will be an ÒIntroduction to HandbellsÓ  session on 
Saturday,  July 17 from 9:30am Ð noon taught by 
Dan Hibbett. This workshop is for students entering 
grades 4 through adult and will teach the basic 
techniques used in ringing including learning how to 
read simple rhythms, marking the music, and 
producing different sounds. NO previous musical 
experience is necessary. On that same morning 
(Saturday, July 17) from 9:30am-noon , Susan 
Johnson will conduct a music worksho p for kids 
entering grades 1-3 which will include singing, 
sign language , and tone chimes . Participants will 
learn to sing and sign some familiar worship 
choruses and to play simple melodies and chords 
on the tone chimes. 
   

On Saturday, July 31 , students entering grades 4 
and above, youth, and adults will have the chance 
to register for a 3-hour Intergenerational African 
Marimba Workshop from 9am - noon . Our 
instructor will be Karl Gustafson (music teacher and 
organist at St. Luke).  Workshop participants will 
share their marimba music in worship on Sunday, 
August 1. Space for each of these workshops is 
limited so donÕt delay in getting registered! Families 
are encouraged to participate together. Forms are 
available in the church office, the narthex, and can 
be downloaded from the church website.
